SUBJECT: Federal Acquisition Regulation Class Deviation (Number 20-04) —
Accelerated Payments to Small Business Contractors and
Subcontractors

Purpose: This class deviation is issued in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation
(FAR) 1.404 to implement CAAC letter 2020-02 and Section 873 of the National Defense
Authorization Act (NDAA) for Fiscal Year (FY) 2020 to provide for accelerated payments to
contractors that are small businesses, and to small business subcontractors by accelerating
payments to their prime contractors.

Effective Date: Immediately.

Background: On April 6, 2019, CAAC Letter 2020-02, Class Deviation from the FAR for
Accelerated Payments to Small Business contractors and subcontractors, was issued and served
as consultation to agencies in accordance with FAR 1.404. CAAC Letter 2020-02 authorizes the
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) to issue this class deviation.

The objective of this deviation is to implement section 873 of the NDAA for FY 2020 (Pub. L.
116-92), which amended 31 U.S.C. 3903. This deviation revises FAR parts 12.3, 32.009, and
32.9 which allows for accelerated payments, to the fullest extent permitted by law, with a goal of
15 days after receipt of a proper invoice and all other required documentation to contractors that
are small businesses and to small business subcontractors by accelerating payments to their
contractors.

The Department of Defense, the General Services Administration, and the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration have undertaken rulemaking to formally incorporate this change. The
attached FAR text (Attachment 1) identifies the additions and deletions anticipated to implement
section 873 of the FY 2020 NDAA in the FAR. These rulemaking changes will be published in
the Federal Register. Pending publication of the amendment to the FAR via FAR Case 2020-
007, Accelerated Payments Applicable to Contracts with Certain Small Business Concerns, DHS
authorizes this class deviation to provide for accelerated payments to contractors that are small
businesses, and to small business subcontractors by accelerating payments to their prime
contractors.

Requirement: DHS contracting officers shall insert the clauses as advised in Attachment 1
in all solicitations and contracts that are issued and awarded on or after the issuance date of
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this class deviation. Solicitations issued on or after the issuance date of this class deviation
shall be amended to include the modified clauses. Contracts awarded on or after the issuance
date of this class deviation shall be modified to include these revised clauses. Contracts
awarded prior to the issuance date of this class deviation shall be modified to include these
revised clauses if new orders are placed against them.

Applicability: This class deviation is applicable to: (1) all solicitations and contracts, as defined
in FAR 2.101 and consistent with FAR 4.2004 and 4.2105(b), awarded on or after the issuance
date of this class deviation; and (2) contracts awarded prior to the issuance date of this class
deviation, if new orders are placed against them.

Expiration Date: This class deviation will remain in effect until it is incorporated into the FAR
or is otherwise rescinded.

Additional Information: In order to provide access to clauses in Component Contract Writing
Systems (CWS), Component Acquisition Policy Chiefs should coordinate with the appropriate
Component CWS personnel to determine if the addition of the updated clauses to their CWS is
possible.

Subject to the terms of this contract,
the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work
performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges that the Contractor can
demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government, using its standard record keeping system, have
resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost
accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the
Government any right to audit the Contractor’s records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any
work performed or costs incurred that reasonably could have been avoided.

(g) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof,
for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with
any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate
assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not
be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor
shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is
determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination
shall be deemed a termination for convenience.
